OUR LADY OF LOURDES

THE LADY SPOKE TO ME

I had gone down one day with two other girls to the bank of the river Gave
when suddenly I heard a kind of rustling sound. I turned my head toward the
field by the side of the river, but the trees seemed quite still and the noise was
evidently not from them. Then I looked up and caught sight of the cave where
I saw a lady wearing a lovely white dress with a bright belt. On top of each of
her feet was a pale yellow rose, the same color as her rosary beads.

At this I rubbed my eyes, thinking I was seeing things, and I put my hands into
the fold of my dress where my rosary was. I wanted to make the sign of the
cross, but for the life of me I couldn’t manage it, and my hand just fell down.
Then the lady made the sign of the cross herself, and at the second attempt I
managed to do the same, though my hands were trembling. Then I began to
say the rosary while the lady let her beads clip through her fingers, without
moving her lips. When I stopped saying the Hail Mary, she immediately
vanished.

I asked my two companions if they had noticed anything, but they said no. Of
course, they wanted to know what I was doing, and I told them that I had seen
a lady wearing a nice white dress, though I didn’t know who she was. I told
them not to say anything about it, and they said I was silly to have anything to
do with it. I said they were wrong, and I came back next Sunday, feeling myself
drawn to the place....

The third time I went, the lady spoke to me and asked me to come every day
for fifteen days. I said I would and then she said that she wanted me to tell the
priests to build a chapel there. She also told me to drink from the stream. I
went to the Gave, the only stream I could see. Then she made me realize she
was not speaking of the Gave, and she indicated a little trickle of water close
by. When I got to it I could only find a few drops, mostly mud. I cupped my
hands to catch some liquid without success, and then I started to scrape the
ground. I managed to find a few drops of water, but only at the fourth attempt
was there sufficient for any kind of a drink. The lady then vanished and I went
back home.

I went back each day for fifteen days, and each time, except one Monday and
one Iriday, the lady appeared and told me to look for a stream and wash in it
and to see that the priests build a chapel there. I must also pray, she said, for
the conversion of sinners. I asked her many times what she meant by that, but
she only smiled. Finally, with outstretched arms and eyes looking up to heaven,
she told me she was the Immaculate Conception. During the fifteen days she
told me three secrets, but I was not to speak about them to anyone, and so far I
have not.

Dear Parishioners,

I hope all is well as you embark on this new year. There are several parish financial matters [ would
like to review with you: the regular parish financial report; the monthly Thermal Belt Outreach
Ministry collection; and our two annual assessments.

Ordinarily the regular parish financial report would have been published and made available a bit
sooner. The reason for the delay is a change in diocesan accounting protocols. Beginning this fiscal
year (July 2011) the diocese required all parishes to shift financial software from Quickbooks (a
computer-based accounting program) to ParishSoft (a web-based accounting program). This change
of financial software has not been without its challenges. Our bookkeeper is to be commended for
rising to this unprecedented occasion. In our last parish finance council meeting we confirmed that
the transition has been successful. Generated by our new system in the next few weeks, there will
be a standardized parish report made available in the vestibule should you wish to see a snapshot of
the parish's financial position. Thank you for your patience in this singularly challenging year.
Should you have any questions, please contact the parish office and I, or any member of the finance
council, will be happy to assist.

Regarding our monthly Thermal Belt Outreach Ministry (T.B.0O.M.) collection, I would like to
clarify how these resources are dispersed. To begin, allow me to first acknowledge the good work
of T.B.O.M.. Supplying resources to those in need can be a challenge. It is not always a simple
case of a family falling on hard times. More often than not, people are in financial need because of
financial mismanagement, bad habits and/or misplaced priorities. Consequently, parishes alone do
not have the time, resources or skills to assess and assist those in need. For this reason and others, I
appreciate the good work and dedication of those committed to this ministry.

As for our contribution, upon my arrival (over five years ago) the parish maintained a monthly
collection that was given to T.B.O.M.. A deputed member of the parish, who was also a volunteer at
T.B.0.M., oversaw the monthly offering and disbursement. The volunteer, along with the previous
pastor, decided to disperse the funds at a consistent rate of $500 a month. Upon my arrival I was
asked if we would not only increase our monthly offering from $500 to $650 but to also honor that
amount as a pledge regardless of how much had been collected. This would both increase their
revenues and make it easier for T.B.O.M. to budget accordingly. I approved the request. From the
outset the monthly offering exceeded our monthly collection. Rather quickly the parish began to
subsidize the monthly shortfall. Since 2006, the parish has subsidized our commitment to T.B.O.M.
depending on the year from $1,000 to $5,000 annually.
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In 2010, the finance council discussed the matter and it was agreed that the parish should be made
aware of the opportunity to give to T.B.O.M. and that it would be best if the parish offertory were
not subsidizing this monthly commitment. To this end, I decided that in place of the 2011 Lenten
Rice Bowl, I would ask the parish to make a weekly Lenten contribution that would supply for our
parish's pledge to T.B.O.M.. Not only was this successful, but it seemed the parish was eager to
give. In light of this, it was decided to make a concerted effort to emphasize our monthly collection
for T.B.O.M.; maintain our monthly pledge; and upon conclusion of the fiscal year, if the parish
collected more than it was committed to give, forward the remaining balance. This way the parish
is able to maintain its monthly commitment, for which the Thermal Belt Outreach Ministry is
always grateful. T.B.O.M. can budget accordingly for the upcoming year. And we have the
opportunity to annually give more than we commit without throwing off our, and Thermal Belt's,
annual budget.

Finally, there is the matter of our diocesan commitments. Each calendar year the Diocese of
Charlotte assesses our parish for the Diocesan Stewardship Appeal and the Priest's Retirement
Fund. For 2011 our numbers are as follows: DSA $33,960 (collected $27,552.50 with a shortfall of
$6,407.50) and Priest’s Retirement Fund $10,651(collected $4,951.50 with a shortfall of $5,689.50).

As you can see, we have two significant shortfalls. To this end, on behalf of the bishop and the
retired priests of the diocese, I am asking the parish to do what it can in a special second collection
next weekend February 11 & 12. The total will be divided between the two shortfalls (unless the
amount is explicitly restricted to one or the other). Last year, we were in a similar situation and
through your generosity were able to make up the difference. I have every confidence we can help
close the gap again.

Thank you for the many ways all of you give of yourselves to the parish and the diocese. I could
not be more proud to represent St. John the Baptist in Tryon, North Carolina. I consider myself

blessed!
